A 1990 Adoption of land use designations based onconcept plan (Kanata Official Plan)
A 2003 Applications received for OP, Zoning and Plan of Subdivision for KNL Lands

A 2004 Applications approved by Planning Committee and Council

Applications appealed to the Ontario Municipal Board (OMB)
